
Dogs must be on a 6 foot or shorter
lead at all times.

No Flexi-leads permitted.  

Dogs must be current on vaccines.

Dog socialization is allowed only when
BOTH owners agree to interaction. 

Keep children out of harms way when
introducing unfamiliar dogs. Some
dogs do not have children at home and
may become frightened or nervous
around children.

Alcohol is not permitted on premises. 

Bring lawn chairs, blankets, cameras,
sunscreen and insect spray for your
convenience. 

Clean up supplies will be provided.
